
Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 providing for a Registration, Evaluation and Authorisation of CHemicals (REACH) provides that all existing chemical substances should undergo a registration procedure, with transmission of information related to each and every usage of the substance, together with safety data.

The HSE, which is the competent authority in the UK for REACH, have arranged, or are currently arranging, some additional roadshows in the New Year and information about the dates and venues can be accessed through the following link:
